I am writing to you on behalf of the North Carolina Animal Federation. The Federation is an association of animal welfare organizations whose goal is to advance animal issues through professional development and collaboration.

The North Carolina Animal Federation supports the changes reflected in HB 2719 which appropriates funds to the state spay/neuter account and transfers administration of the state’s voluntary spay/neuter program to the Department of Agriculture and Human Services.

The funding from this program, which is used to fund statewide spay/neuter education and gives financial assistance to local governments for programs assisting low income persons, is vital to many cities and counties as they struggle with the enormous challenges that are faced because of pet overpopulation in our state.  Those involved in the efforts to reduce pet overpopulation agree that spay/neuter must be the main component of any program and assisting low income persons is essential if progress is to be made.  The North Carolina Animal Federation would also support changes to the method in which the funds are distributed.  Under the current system many local governments can not qualify for access to the program funds.  With minor changes, all local governments would have equal access to the program.
